Lord, you were sent to bring the good news of salvation for the poor and healing, for all trapped in sin, give us the grace to turn to your healing love this Lenten season through the sacrament of reconciliation… We pray to the Lord. 

Father, you listen to our sins and weakness in the sacrament of reconciliation with mercy, compassion and love, help us to leave the sacrament with a new resolve and direction in our lives to follow you more solely knowing that we are loved and forgiven… We pray to the Lord. 

That many souls will discover the great gift of confession throughout this Lenten season… We pray to the Lord. 

That we each approach the sacrament of reconciliation this Lenten season to purify our lives of all the is not of Christ… We pray to the Lord.
